Question 1.
What nails in Jake’s shoes            


Answer:  
Nail sizes for Jake’s shoes have been sent to all Team Managers and will shortly be on the website
Question 2.
Which shoes are for the Reserve Class? Do we get to know that?            


Answer:  
No, the reserve shoes will not be known until the Managers’ Meeting. The reason for this is that should your reserve be required then he/she would have practised all four shoes rather than just the ones they have to make for the Reserve Class.
Question 3.
Is Jay’s Toe Extension Shoe worked down at the heels (retarded)            


Answer:  
No. This is a flat shoe.

Question 4.
Are we allowed to cut more material to allow for USA imperial measurement of stock? 
Answer:  
All steel on the day will be over-size. Competitors can then cut down to what thye require according to what they’ve been doing in practice. This then solves the problem of USA/European differences.

Question 5.
Is the trailer on the tooled and fullered shoe full thickness or is it tapered down? 
Answer:  
The trailer is tapered down (see photos attached)
Question 6.
Is it possible to get a side view on the roadster in the gas class?
Answer:  
No. Jake’s shoes should have arrived but they haven’t - I don’t have them. I can’t answer that question unfortunately.
Question 7.
What are the thicknesses of both heels on the sidebone shoe in Class 2? 
Answer:  
The medial heel is 5/8” or 15mm (as per the drawing)


The lateral heel is 7/16” or 12mm
Question 8.
What is the length of the Calkin and Wedge shoe from toe to outside heel as it looks longer in the picture?
Answer:  
I don’t have Jake’s shoes so cannot verify whether the lengths stated in Jake’s notes are correct or not.
Question 9.
On Jake’s European Bar shoe:



1. What is the inside diameter of the circle on the shoe?



2. How wide is the section on the bar (front to back)?



3. Is the section of the shoe 3/8 or has it been worked down?

Answer:  
I don’t have Jake’s shoes at the moment but will ask Holly to get in touch with Jake and see where they are.
Question 10.
Is the extension from the toe extension shoe worked down? Is it possible to get a side view?

Answer:  
You will see from the pictures attached that the toe is worked down slightly from the sides and also it is tapered toward the end.

Question 11.
Would it be possible to get a side view of Jay’s unwelded bar shoe? Is the toe thinned out before setting or just set with the full section of the steel?

Answer:  
It looks to me as though Jay may have thinned the toe out before setting but only very slightly (either that or he’s thinned it slightly after setting the toe). The thinckess ot the set part of the shoe is 5/6mm, whereas the thickness of the rest of the shoe is approximately 9mm. See pictures attached.
Question 12.
Could you check the measurements of the concave bar shioe in the Apprentice Class? Is the length measurement correct at 5 1/8”?

Answer:  
No. That measurement is INCORRECT. It should read “Length = 5 1/2”. I will amend and send to Claire to update the website. I have attached pictures of the correct measurements. Sorry.

GENERAL POINTS FROM CHIEF STEWARD/JUDGES  -


Clips for Shoeing Classes   	In the two hour shoeing class on Saturday, competitors will put ¾ fullered shoes on the front feet with a toe clip. The hind feet will be shod with ¾ fullered shoes with side or quarter clips.


In the 90 minute shoeing class on Sunday, competitors will put plain stamped shoes on the front feet with a toe clip. The hind feet will be shod with plain stamped shoes with a toe clip.


Blank Shoes   	Blank shoes are not allowed for use as measuring devices or templates before cutting steel for the feet in the shoeing classes.
